BAVARIA 47 OCEAN BLUE MAX Commissioned April 2000 £115,000  
The Bavaria Ocean 47 a large semi enclosed centre cockpit yacht similar in appearance to  Oyster 485, Moody 47, Halberg Rassy 48. It is very spacious with an enormous aft cabin and moderately raised deck salon. Accommodation is provided in three cabins (6 berths) with 2 toilets and showers. A black water tank and pump out or drain down serves the aft heads.  Privately owned by the current owner for the last 11 years with 2 previous owners from new and little used. This very desirable yacht was built at a time when Bavaria planned a move up market with the 47 Ocean and 51 Ocean, a move which failed –due to high spec and build costs – so only 25 yachts were built.   Easily handled by 2 persons with aids from electric winches, large bow thruster, in mast reefing mainsail, autopilot and forward looking echo sounder; she is also superbly manoeuvrability astern. At the time of the build this was probably the highest value BAVARIA sold (£235,000 inc. VAT) and has all the factory options available at the time of purchase. The current owner has continued to add to and improve the specification. CE certified CAT A. Wintered ashore every year until 2006: on shore from 2011 to 2016.
Blue Max has made two memorable trips to the med via the Bay of Biscay in 2001 (round trip) and 2006 without incident and has logged around 11000 sea miles under the first owner. The second owner sailed the boat from Ipswich to Turkey in 2009 after which it remained,  berthed at various marinas in Turkey. The current owner purchased the yacht in 2011 in Rhodes and sailed the yacht back to Alanya where it was lifted and underwent a slow and thorough refit completed in 2016. I have cruised Cyprus and South Eastern Turkish coast 2016. Engine hours are 2500 (June  2022). Currently berthed at Didim Marina Turkey.
