M41 Liesel battery banks
No 2 battery bank consisting of 2 x 12v 105Ah batteries connected in parallel.
This is mounted in the same compartment as the original 3 x 12v batteries but mounted as low down as possible.

The shiny thing that you see at the back is the tensioner for the inner forestay.

Below is with the wooden facing piece in place




The wood for this is taken from the vertical piece of wood that was on the right hand side of this compartment.





With the storm jib on top of the battery box and oilskins stowed on top.


Navigators seat raised up and No. 1 battery bank inside.



Additional height required to make the navigators seat a comfortable height and provide space for the 2 x 6v 110Ah batteries connected in series underneath

Clips for holding everything down.




Edge of seat can be raised for when yacht is heeled to Port.




Outboard side is permanently angled to cope when yacht heeled to Starboard.
